Selection

You may submit up to five separate works per person. There is no restriction on the number of people who can apply from a given area or group. 

Submission 

First, we would like to see images or other documentation of your work (rather than the actual pieces), along with a 

completed application form. Please take your time when completing this form – many exhibition applications follow similar formats and any practice you can get will be useful in the future. The quality of the images (or other description) of your work will be used to decide at application stage, so make them as clear as possible. Digital submissions should be Mac compatible. Any technology-based projects need to describe the equipment required for showing them.
